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The CLASS™ Rubric: Grades K-3

The Classroom Assessment Scoring System™ (CLASS™) measures the quality, intensity, and frequency of teacher-
student interactions that are proven to support and extend student learning. These interactions are organized into
three domains:

* Emotional Support refers to specific teaching behaviors that help students and teachers develop supportive
relationships, experience enjoyment and excitement about learning, feel comfortable in the classroom, and
experience appropriate levels of independence.

* Classroom Organization describes specific feaching behaviors that help students develop skills fo regulate
their own behavior, get the most learning out of each day, and maintain interest in learning activities.

* Instructional Support refers to the specific teaching behaviors that support children’s cognitive development
and language growth.

Each CLASS™ domain contains of several dimensions. The dimensions included for grade levels K-3 are shown
below.
